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May 27" is the Planning Meeting at the BCC!

There is truly good news. After only three years of pre planning and
collecting a Planning Committee which has stayed remarkably steady
through two previous denials by the Board of County Commissioners, we
are set for approval to proceed. With encouragement and assistance from
our Commissioners (Chairman, Jack Sullivan and Mike Anaya) we have
the agreement of the Planning Department to cooperate in our starting the
planning.

At a meeting with the top members of the Planning Department and
their boss (Roman Abeyta, Director of Land Use) it was agreed that they
would have Jack Kolkmeyer as well as Judy McGowan and Beth Mills
work with us. The project may well grow to include a much greater part of
the Santa Fe south rural landscape. Almost all of the rural parts of the land
between I-25 in the west and SR-285 in the East may be included in an
effort under multiple planning committees but coordinated by an oversight
group to ensure better integration than would be possible from separate
groups alone.

If all this can be pulled together and made to work within the same
time frame, it will be the best of all worlds: we will have our own plan
designed for our specific community and have the advantage of transporta-
tion, water, school, public safety and other issues considered over a larger,
regional area.

If you can find the time, come to the BCC meeting on the evening of
the 27™. While we do now have a promise of agreement as to approval of
our planning effort, it always helps to show support.

Grand Opening of Cerrillos Hills Historic Park on May 24

On May 24 at 10:30 AM the Cerrillos Hills Park Coalition, in co-op-
eration with Santa Fe County Open Space & Trails Department and Las
Candelas de los Cerrillos will welcome the public to celebrate the grand
opening of the Cerrillos Hills Historic Park. The Park is among the first and
largest areas created by the Santa Fe County Open Space bond issues of
1998 and 2000. It is a critical portion of what many believe provides the
longest intact record of historic stone maul, pick and shovel mining activi-
ties in the New World.

The Park encompasses 1,116 acres of the Cerrillos Hills immediately
north of the Village of Cerrillos. It will be cooperatively managed with an
adjacent 2,200 acres of land administered by the BLM. This scenic natu-
ral area reflects the presence of the cultures that have made New Mexico,
from Native American occupation and turquoise and galena mining sites to
numerous, documented Spanish, Territorial and early statehood locations.

The Abandoned Mine Lands Bureau of the NM Energy, Minerals and
Natural Resources Dept., has started to address safety concerns and appro-
priately treat the mines in the Park.

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Rural Planning:
what it is and is not

While most residents of our community
and of the County are looking forward to
the benefits allowed by Community Plan-
ning, there are still a few who fear what
might be done. This results from a mis-
understanding about what planning is and
what it seeks to accomplish.

We have spoken to a person who was
afraid that a goal of planning was to up-
grade the types of allowed housing. He had
thought that there would be an effort to
outlaw manufactured housing or to make it
impossible to place or replace trailers where
they are now legal. None of this is true.

The major concerns of most people
who have been waiting for planning action
for the last three years are water, growth,
transportation and retention of rural charac-
ter. That is not to say that these are the most
important issues, but they are what most
often gets mention.

At a recent planning conference at
the UNM Law School there were leading
experts on planning and ordinance legality
from all over the country. No one men-
tioned gentrification issues. They are just
not on the radar screen of planning concerns
for serious communities.

What was mentioned was the differenc-
es between modern urban planning (includ-
ing the village core model, such as that used
in the Community College District) and
approaches applicable to rural areas such
as ours. Placement of commercial and/or
mixed use areas is critical. Alternatives
to spreading housing uniformly over the
landscape so there is no open space left is a
very big issue.

How large a community should grow
is, of course, important. How it should
grow large is even more important. The

rural character of place might be greatly

diminished by the addition of a couple thousand houses
each placed in the center of a 20 acre lot. The same amount
of building arranged so that there were large areas of good
land left open with sweeping views, while there was still
site privacy for each house helps maintain a rural feel.
There is also less infrastructure cost and the opportunity for
more creative water and waste handling.

There was a lot of consideration of what has come to be
called Concurrency Planning. This involves planning devel-
opment when there is the necessary level of facilities (trans-
portation, water/waste treatment, schools, safety, power,
etc.) to support the development. Standards for sustaining
facilities are set and their expansion is planned in a County
Capital Improvement Plan. Such a budget is key to resource
available growth.

We cannot stop growth and should not think in terms of
doing so. We can decide how and when and where growth
would be of most benefit to all elements of the community.
There are ways to build the same number of houses on the
same amount of land and have more profit for the develop-
ers and nicer homes for the occupants and a better and safer
community for all residents. The challenge is finding the
patterns which are appropriate to our specific community.

Some important decisions should be made early. One
example involves transportation. The important road in
our district is a Federal Scenic Byway: the Turquoise Trail.
The part of the Trail north of our district is being lined with
commercial, municipal and prison development. It is no
longer a scenic byway. Development south of us will con-
tinue to cause increased traffic on the Trail. Development
within our district will do the same.

We have a basic choice to make: accept the increased
traffic and the fact that the road will have to be rebuilt
into a major arterial or develop transportation alternatives.
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There is some possibility of rail and/or bus usage reducing
traffic, but these approaches need much study. New roads
are going to be built in any case. We may be able to site
them in such a way as to be able to make a considerable
difference in usage along the Trail. This too will take plan-
ning effort.

If we want to take the second alternative and build
alternative collector and arterial roads, we will have new
areas of infrastructure around which to plan. Many types of
development benefit greatly by being along natural com-
muting routes and at points of high traffic. If we plan such
roads, we should also plan the new patterns of development
they will require.

By being able to plan in connection with the greater
community to our east, we will be able to do a much better
job of handling considerations of transportation, school
needs, safety, water, etc. Alone, we would have been deal-
ing with a rather small area for such considerations. It is a
simple truism that rural planning requires larger districts,
than does urban or suburban planning, in order to do good
planning. In many regards one winds up planning for the
population involved and not for the acreage.

The detail of planning is also very different. Whereas
in a "new urbanist community" such as the CCD, plan-
ning almost involves the design of the community at the
master plan level, much less final detail is needed in rural
planning. The development alternatives are much greater.
Planned areas of growth can have much greater breadth
is exactly how they are developed. Because there will be
many fewer houses on the same gross acreage, there are
many more acceptable patterns to be employed.

One of the greatest problems for our district is water
availability. This problem will only become greater. We are
at the end of the "big dam" era. Whether the political bodies
of New Mexico fully understand it or not, supply augmen-
tation is a concept whose time has run out. Federal and
State funding and public support for damming and redirect-
ing large volumes of water have dried up. Our thinking is
confused by the concept of water rights. This doctrine was
appropriate for handling the legal questions having to do
with the use of surface water for agricultural purposes. Sur-
face water was (mostly) a self-renewing resource. It flowed
downhill and the rules said who could use how much. In
times when it did not flow, the situation was self correcting.

Subsurface water is an entirely different matter. By
applying water rights to water below ground, most of the
logic of the doctrine is lost. One may transfer water rights
to a place where there is no good quantity or quality of wa-
ter. One may transfer water rights to an area, suck up all the
water there is and move on with another transfer. There is
no logic in that. There is no consideration of most of the ag-
ricultural uses being obsolete. There is little consideration
of much less wasteful irrigation methods available today.
Some one has water rights, whether there is water or not.

Our planning effort will not be able to do anything
significant to address this basic problem, but we must be
aware of it as we plan. The lines between the various water
areas (basin, basin fringe, and homestead) are to be redrawn
by the County in any case. We can have a voice in that and
try to do what is best for our district.
